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Fund Raising Policy

The Club’s purpose is to provide program design, organizational structure, logistical support, and facilities for youth soccer teams in the Corning - Painted Post, New York area. The Club promotes the appreciation of and involvement in the sport of soccer. 
During the course of providing a high quality soccer program, certain costs are incurred that are not covered under the normal club fees. The Board members may choose to cover these costs through fundraising. The following policy should be used as a guide for any fundraising done by the club and members. 

All fundraising should be approved by the Board, and should support the spirit of the organization. It should be appreciated by all members that fundraising should be done sparingly and only when needed. 
Club-wide Fundraising

1. A specific purpose and goal will be set prior to the start of the fundraiser.
2. All club members will be notified of the fundraiser by letter of intent, which will be sent home or emailed. This letter will include:

a. purpose of the fundraiser

b. expectation of each player

c. explanation of how the funds will be collected and monitored

3. A final detailed report regarding the outcome of the fundraiser will be presented to the Board at the monthly meeting following the end of the fundraiser by the organizer.
Team Fundraisers

1. The Club receives 10% of all profits from team fundraising.

2. Detailed plans for fundraiser must be brought to the Board for approval before anything is set into motion for the fundraiser. Plans should include:

a. reason for the fundraiser

b. fundraiser description
c. disbursement plan, including monetary goal for players and 10% for Club

3. All players on the team should be given equal access to fundraising. As such, fundraising activities should not start until after league deadline.

4. To provide an incentive, all team players should participate, and benefits received from fundraiser will be directly related to the degree of participation. 

5. In the event that the goal is not reached, those players that raised the required amount of items or more will be given priority when allocating funds. 

6. In the event that the overall goal is exceeded, excess profits will be deposited in a scholarship fund. These funds will be used as described in the Club’s by-laws.

7. Given the Board’s duty to treat all players fairly, if there are any discrepancies, the Board will determine the most equitable solution.
8. A final detailed report regarding the outcome of the fundraiser will be presented to the Board within four weeks of the end of the fundraiser. It should include a disbursements report.
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
